On April 23 we were honored to have two influential
members of the state legislature join us during the
recent meetings held as part of tlgparterly WBA
Member Meeting Day.

Kicking off the day, Representative John Jagler (R
Watertown) addressed the Advocacy Group and gave
an update on legislative happenings in the State
Assembly.Jagler is currently serving his second term in
6 I¥gisIBure Y0 hid fifst tdrid &ahe shairlof the
Assembly Committee on Housing and Real Estate
of the key points stressed by Rep. Jagler was the fact
that the Assembly Housing and Real Estate Committee
has a great track record for working on issues to
address problems and improve housing that rarely gets
bogged down by political issueEinally, Jagler
announced that his committee would be taking up two
WBAsupported bills next week to rename some DSPS
councils (AB 110) and to require inspections of
remodeling projects (AB 111).

State Senator and WBA member Roger Roth (R
Appleton) was also on hand to start the WBA Board of
Directors meeting, discussing his recent election to the
State Senate and giving an update on the state budget
and housingelated blls. Roth recounted the day last
year in April (April 11 to be exact) when former State
Senator Mike Ellis announced he would not seek
reelection in 2014, an announcement that triggered a
flood of calls urging him to consider running for the

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POWTS regulation transfer voted down by JFC

The Joint Committee on Financecentlyvoted down
G2 LINBLRALFT A
budget dealing with the funding and regulation of
private onsite wastewater treatment systems
(POWTS)WBAhas been working with a diverse
coalition on this issue for the past month.

Our coalition objected to the regulations of POWTS
being transferred from the Department of Safety and
Professional Services (DSPS) to the Department of
Natural Resources (DNR).similar transfer was
proposed in the early 1990s and WBA was a part of a
coalition similar to the one formed to oppose these
efforts this year.

Another provision dealing with POWTS was the
defunding of the Wisconsin Fund that was established
to helplow income individuals replace failing
POWTSThe fund requires those receiving the grant to
make a substantial financial contribution to replace the
system, but provides the extra funding to assure the
work is done and the failed systems do not damage
surounding groundwater.

The committee ultimately voted to keep the regulation
of POWTS with DSPS as opposed to transferring it to
DNR on a party line 32 vote. On a bipartisan and
unanimous vote of 1 the committee also elected to
fully fund the Wiscasin Fund.
